Behind the Decks: 

Ian Morbey is a DJ and producer from London UK.  Being a classically trained musician has 

certainly given him an ear for sound and rhythm, playing jazz trumpet from an early age.

These sounds still have an influence on him today, with bleepy but 

melodic deep tech house sounds ala 2020 Vision being an ever present feature of his sets. 

 

His career has really come to life since with gigs at some of the UK’s finest underground 

hotspots including Ministry of Sound (London), Sankeys (Manchester), Plan B (London), 

Platinum (London), Sosho Match (London), Whitehouse (London) supporting DJ’s including 

Steve Lawler, Moby, Lottie, Alex Tepper (Futureshock), Cadgedbaby, Luciano Esse and Danny 

Rampling to name a few. 

 

Spanning sounds from Ripperton-esque quirky deep house via Berlin and Detroit Carl Craig 

influenced techy sounds to bleepy John Tejada and Minilogue style techno - Ian’s sound is 

always full of energy, normally staying melodic and deep.  Equally at home warming up or 

playing peak time slots his superior set programming, musical knowledge and infectious 

energy are enough to get any crowd moving. 

 

Ian began his career post Leeds running humble nights with Jerry Frempong in London for 

friends.  Through word of mouth these soon expanded to friends of friends before leading 

to bigger things for the duo.  The annual Pret A Ecouter boat parties were a smash hit 

amongst old friends and new fans alike – and still continue to go from strength to 

strength.
